What kind of railing systems does ARIA Railing®
offer? ARIA Railing® railing systems consist of
pre-assembled aluminum balustrade panels made at
69.43" and 91.31" in length. Panels span 6’ and 8’ on
center when installed with 3" posts.

What colors are available? ARIA Railing® offers a
durable AAMA 2604 textured powder-coated finish
available in Black, White, Bronze, Piano (white w/black
infill) and Tuxedo (black w/white infill).

Is the hardware to install the railing inside the deck
and stair panels? VYes, there is one (1) set of attachment
clips to attach each end to a ARIA Railing® post. If the
deck or stair panels are cut into two (2) pieces, then an
additional attachment kit would be necessary.

What if my deck has a 45° corner? A 22.5° kit must be
purchased separately. The 3" post must be turned so that
the top/bottom rails attach to the post at a 22.5° angle.

Can | cut the top rail at 45° angle? Only if coming
directly off the building at 45°; then a separate 45°
angle kit must be purchased. The standard 3" posts will
not accommodate a 45° cut top/bottom rail.

What type of saw do | use to cut the metal?

The best saw is a 10" miter saw with a 10" 84-tooth (or
more) nonferrous saw blade. If a nonferrous blade is
not available, high tooth-count carbide saw blade will
suffice. Most important is to use a sharp saw blade!

Why don’t you supply the fasteners to secure the
posts to the deck surface? We have no way of
knowing to what type of deck surface the railing will be
mounted. Therefore, fasteners are sold separately.

What are the recommended fasteners to secure

the posts to the deck surface? For residential
applications only, we recommend 5/16" x 6” Grade C
Yellow Zinc Washer Head Structural Screws for all posts.
For concrete applications, we recommend 5/16" x 3"
Hex Washer Head Concrete Anchors.

Are gate kits available? We offer gate kits in two
widths to match our aluminum railings. Out of the box,
standard gates fit a 39" opening and wide gates fit a
50" opening. Other opening widths require cutting and
assembly. Our gates are packaged in knockdown kits
with self closing hinges and lockable latches.
